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Code of Good Practice for: LUUMAFC
This document runs alongside the constitution. If you wish to raise issue with the contents of this code, please contact the committee named beneath in some circumstances it may be necessary to hold an EGM. 

1.0 Introduction
1.1 Leeds University Union Men’s Association Football Club (LUUMAFC) will operate so far as reasonably practicable, in accordance with the following document, its risk assessment and current LUU Sports Office & governing body guidelines.
1.2 Club members will appoint a new committee by the beginning of the summer term.

1.3 It is the responsibility of individuals to bring to the attention any known medical condition or previous injuries that may affect their or other club member’s safe participation within the sport.
2.0 Membership
2.1 A combined subs and memberships fee of £80 must be paid by every individual wishing to be a part of LUUMAFC.

2.2 For this fee members are eligible for selection by one of our five BUCS teams and should attend training at the appropriate times.

2.3 The £80 fee from each member will cover their transport to and from away matches, along with officials for home games and any coaching they receive.

2.4 It is the responsibility of the Club Captain and Treasurer to ensure that all membership fees are paid. Anyone who has not paid membership will be subject to whatever measures the committee feel appropriate. 
3.0   Club Activities
3.1 Members will be required to provide their own appropriate footwear and shin pads for both training and matches.

3.2 All club training sessions will take place on the 3G pitch at Weetwood Playing Fields.

3.3 1st team matches are played at Weetwood playing Fields. All other club teams’ matches take place at Bodington Playing Fields.

3.4 LUUMAFC does not accept any responsibility for injuries to members sustained whilst representing LUUMAFC in training or during matches.

3.5 Official social events are organised by the elected social secretaries of the club, these socials will take place in accordance with LUU social guidelines.
4.0 First Aid 
4.1 Leeds University Men’s Association Football Club will follow the LUU Sports Office guidelines and Sport and Physical Activity Guidelines for First Aid provision.
5.0 Disciplinary Procedures

5.1 Members are required to abide by LUUMAFC’s Code of Good Conduct. Any members who do not comply are subject to the appropriate disciplinary procedure.

5.2 Minor issues will be dealt with in-club; consequences could range from formal apologies to BUCS match bans

5.3 More serious issues put your place in the club in jeopardy and could also be passed on to Leeds University Union for further disciplinary procedures.

6.0 Appeals
6.1 Club members may appeal against any disciplinary action made against them, either to the club committee or Leeds University Union; whoever they deem more appropriate.
7.0 Complaints Procedure

7.1 Club members may raise complaints about issues to the Club Captain, which might include the following:
