Code of Good Conduct for the Leeds University Men’s Basketball Club
1.0 Club memberships
1.1 In order to take part in any activity members must have paid the agreed membership fees
1.2 Membership fee for 10/11 season is £80 for 1st and 2nd team members, and £40 for 3rd team members. 
1.3 All players must confirm they have read and agree to the code of conduct

5.2 Failure to comply with the code of conduct or a serious disciplinary fault will lead to disciplinary action, and possible expulsion from the basketball club

6.0 Accounts

6.1 The club captain, Secretary and Treasurer are the committee members who can sign on the accounts

6.2 copies of transactions made by the basketball club will be filed

6.3 Records of membership fees will be filed

7.0 Organisation of the club

7.1 The committee are expected to fulfil their designated roles in an efficient manner; working together to ensure the club is run in a professional way
7.2 Members of the committee must be available to answer any issues raised by club members and resolve these issues quickly.

7.3 Members of the club should have access to the email addresses and mobile numbers of the committee members for any necessary contact

7.4 A new committee will be elected and agreed upon prior to the summer break

8.0 Social events

8.1 Appropriate behaviour is demanded at all times whilst representing the University of Leeds at any social event, and during any point where such behaviour would reflect negatively upon the individual, the basketball club or the University

8.2 Members must adhere to the LUU social activities guidelines and be aware of the disciplinary procedures they could face.
