· When wearing hockey attire, you are representing both the University and the Hockey club as a whole. I understand that my actions have far reaching consequences 

· I will embrace the clubs inclusive ethos and therefore not discriminate against anyone’s race, sexuality, physical ability or their social background 

· I agree that on becoming a member of the hockey club I will ensure that I have paid the relevant memberships, LUUHC membership and the Universities Sport User Membership by 19th October 2011. Failure to do so will lead to an increase in membership fee followed by removal from the club if not paid.
· I agree that any personal purchase orders of equipment or clothing I commit to I will be held responsible for the payment of these items and will remain responsible for this payment until receiving a receipt for my payment.

· When possible I will support and attend functions that have been arranged by the Hockey Club Social Secretaries, non attendance of any planned function must be due to a valid reason and the social secretaries notified

· I recognise that the Hockey Club has professional agreements with the following bars; Vodka Revolution, Walkabout, The Stables Pub (Weetwood Hall), Bourbon and Strawbs and will therefore support and abide at all times with the rules that form these partnerships.
· On match days spectators (non-players and non-officials) WILL NOT STAND on the same side of the pitch as the dug outs on Sand Dressed Pitch 1 (upper pitch)

· On match days spectators (non-players and non-officials) will remain in the viewing area and NOT  enter the playing surface on Sand Dressed Pitch 2 (lower pitch)
· I shall not incite or cause violent behaviour both on and off the field
· I shall not cause or incite damage to property both on and off the field
· If selected and then unable to play for any of the University HC sides on any given date then I will provide the relevant captain with 2 weeks notice before the respective fixture.
· Whilst playing I shall treat the match officials with respect and abide by their decisions (appeal procedure can be implemented)

· I shall welcome and be hospitable to all visiting teams and treat all opponents with respect 

· I will consider the wellbeing of both members and non members when representing the club 
· I agree to adhere to the rules that govern the Hockey clubs use of Weetwood facilities and will treat the staff of Weetwood with courtesy and respect

· I will not drink alcohol outside the designated Licensed  Areas at Weetwood Playing Fields
· I will not take glass out of the bar at Weetwood Playing Fields

· I will not bring alcohol or consume alcohol on the Weetwood Facility that has not been purchased from the Weetwood Bar

· I will not take glass or alcohol onto the respective hockey pitches at Weetwood Playing Fields
As a member of the LUUWHC I agree to adhere to the LUU/LUUHC social guidelines policy for the 2011/12 Academic Year
