1. Club Memberships.


1.1. To be able to participate in any Leeds University Men’s Lacrosse Club activity, members must have paid the agreed fees and joined the club either online or in the union via online or paper membership.


1.2. Membership fee for the 2011/12 season is ₤30.


1.3. All players must confirm they have read and understood the clubs code of conduct.

2. Training.


2.1. Attendance at training is compulsory in order to take part in matches.


2.2. All should be ready to start training at the agreed time in order to achieve maximum benefit from the training sessions.


2.3. Regular absences from training will affect selection for matches and arranged tournaments/events. 

3. Match Days.


3.1. Players must report to the captain at the agreed upon time.


3.2. Players must be professional in their behavior; appearance and preparation i.e. clean kit and correct equipment.


3.3. When representing the university in BUCS fixtures kit must be worn in accordance with the universities sport branding policies. 

3.4. The kit secretary will be responsible for the playing kit and will hand it out and collect it in on a weekly basis.

3.5. The kit secretary is responsible for the cleaning of the kit.

4. Discipline/Complaints.

4.1. Players wishing to raise an objection/complaint must do so in person and in a calm and orderly manner to the team captain.


4.2. All complaints must be discussed.


4.3. Failure to comply with the clubs code of practice will result in disciplinary action by the committee, which may lead to expulsion from the club.

5. Tours/Tournaments


5.1. Organisation of tours should be done with the knowledge of the sports development coordinator.

6. Account Signatories.


6.1. The treasurer, secretary and club captain are the only committee members who can sign on the accounts.


6.2. Copies of transactions will be filed.


6.3. Records of match fees received will be kept.

7. Club Organisation.


7.1. Members can expect that the committee will run all aspects of the club in a professional and efficient manner.


7.2. To the best of their abilities, this will include all club activities, finance and communication. Committee members must be available to answer any questions or concerns that the club members may have about the way in which the club is run.


7.3. Club members will publicise their e-mail addresses as a form of contact and will respond to any club related question within a week.

8. Social Activities.


8.1. Members are to behave in a responsible and appropriate manner at all times when representing the University of Leeds at all activities and events. This is inclusive of behavior in transit to events.


8.2. Members must adhere to the LUU guidelines on social activities and be aware of the disciplinary procedures in place.
