Members Pathways for Beginners to Lacrosse
Any new member to our club may be interested in proceeding along one or more of three pathways. As a club we will support them along each helping them to gain experience and qualifications along the way. It will likely be beneficial for players to begin as a player and then branch into the other two directions after they have a basic knowledge and understanding of the game. Members are free to go as far along each path as they desire.

At the end of their second year, players will be given the opportunity to stand for committee places again at the AGM and will be encouraged to stand for places in the overall committee and become integral members in the running of the club.
) (
Plays going into their second year that have not opted to be involved in the running of the second team will now be eligible for trials to try and enter the first team. If successful, they will then train and play with the first team, giving them experience of a higher standard of play, accelerating their levels of both individual and team play.

Players wishing to go on to do further qualifications, levels 2 and above, will be supported by the club in finding and getting to and financing these courses.

After the referees
 begin to grow more confident, 
they will be asked if they wish to take a more prominent refereeing role
 whist being shadowed by a more experienced referee so they can give advice and suggestions during intervals and after the game.

Players wishing at this point or any other along the playing pathway will be asked if the wish to applying to do a level one refereeing course. The club will aid them by arranging with the member when
 and when courses are being run. The member can then begin to referee games alongside a pair of more experienced referees to gain experience and confidence on the field. Fresher’s tournaments are an ideal way for new referees to gain experience.

Members will be encouraged to organise sections of a session leading up to a full session when they become more confident in their role as coach. They will be given advice on drills and exercises for this if they request it. If they continue to enjoy the role as coach they will be encouraged to run sessions on a more regular basis and will be given full support by current player coaches.

Players wishing at this point or any other along the playing pathway will be asked if the wish to applying to do a level one coaching course. The club will aid them by arranging with the member when and when courses are being run. We will also offer experience to coach alongside current coaches at training sessions
 and register the member as one of our qualified coaches
.

After their first year, we encourage members who wish to progress through the club to become involved in the running of the second team.
