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Why have a code of Conduct?
This document represents the agreement made between the Club and its paid members. It outlines the commitment accepted by the Club Committee in their responsibility to run the club and the activities it undertakes throughout the academic year. It explains to the paid members affiliated to the Club exactly what is expected of them. Additionally, it acts as a point of reference for any disciplinary matters brought to the attention of the Club Committee.
The Leeds University Union Netball Club will operate as far as reasonably practical in accordance with the following document, its risk assessment and current LUU Sports Office and Governing Body guidelines.
1.0 Club Membership
1.1 In order to be eligible to participate in any activities in which the club participates, the members must pay the appropriate fees required and complete the necessary membership form. Failure to pay membership will result in said person being suspended from matches and training until payment is cleared.
1.2 The membership fee for the 2010/2011 academic year is:

1.3 It is the responsibility of each individual to notify the Club of any known medical conditions and/or previous injuries that may affect their/other members of the Club’s safety when participating in activities. (e.g. asthma and allergies)
1.4 Health and Safety documentation will be made available to all members, however, participants must be aware that they partake in activities at their own risk and are responsible for their own actions, particularly if they choose to disregard the advice provided by the committee or the organisation. The documentation can be found online for all members to view. We will encourage all members to view this document.
1.5 Every member must sign a document to confirm that they have read and fully understood the responsibilities that accompany being a member of the LUU Netball Club. 
1.6 All members are responsible for the care of their own possessions when at any LUUNC event, bringing possessions at their own risk. The Club is not responsible in any incident of loss, theft or damage.


2.0 Training
2.1 Attendance at training sessions is compulsory.
2.2 If under any circumstances, a member is unable to attend a training session, the first point of contact must be their designated coach, to whom they must provide a valid reason for their absence. Registers will be taken at all training sessions.
2.3 All players are expected to arrive prepared for training sessions; i.e. ready to start at the beginning of the session in correct clothing.
2.4 Any player arriving after the commencement of a training session must convey their apologies to their designated coach and supply a valid reason for their tardiness.
2.5 All members will be made aware and regularly updated of information regarding training, matches and competitions for the forth coming academic year.
2.6 Failure to comply with the above requirements will lead to reassessment of your position within your allocated team and potentially the Club.

3.0 Match Days
3.1 All players selected to represent LUUNC must dress appropriately in the designated Tracksuit, Hoody and White T-shirt for the warm up. (Dependant on University tender)
3.2 Players are responsible for taking the appropriate playing kit consisting of; Kukri Dress, white socks, appropriate footwear, appropriate coloured netball knickers.
3.3 All players will be provided with a Kukri Match Dress, these will still be the property of the Club and must be kept in good condition and returned at the end of the year. Failure to return a Kukri Match Dress will result in a fine to cover the cost of a replacement.
3.4 The team captain is responsible for looking after the Match Bibs and balls and ensuring they are collected after every match and returned to the Sports Centre. Any team found to have lost equipment will be fined as a team.
3.5 Players must be professional in their approach to all activities in which they are representing LUUNC; i.e. Ensuring they are dressed in the appropriate kit.
3.6 When representing the LUUNC at BUCS fixtures, kit must be worn in accordance with the University’s branding policy.
3.7 If there is more than one match arranged on the same day, at the same venue, all players are expected to watch all matches and support all the teams playing under LUUNC. Any teams without a fixture are also expected to attend home fixtures for support of the club. 
3.8 Questioning or reluctance to comply with any decisions made by the Coaches/Captains will not be tolerated. Any such behaviour will result in a disciplinary action, see below.


4.0 Discipline and Complaints
4.1 LUUNC will operate a procedure that allows Club Members to raise concerns about the following issues;
· Safety of Club activities
· Standards of instruction or leadership
· Standard of equipment or facilities used for activities
· Club administration
· Personal issues arising within the club interfering with your experience as a member of LUUNC
4.2 Players wishing to object to any matters appertaining to the club must express their dissatisfaction in person and in private to one of the following; Coach, Club/Vice/Team Captain. 
4.3 Any disciplinary action will be brought forward before the Club Committee and discussed privately with the individual/s concerned.
4.4 Failure to comply with the Code of Conduct may result in disciplinary action by the Club Committee, which may lead to re-consideration of the position attained within the Club or expulsion in extreme cases.

5.0 Captains and Committee
5.1 All committee members will be elected into office at the Clubs AGM.
5.2 The Club will appoint a new committee for the 2011/2012 season by the end of the Easter Term.
5.3 All committee members are required to attend regular meetings and provide valid reasons in the case of any absence or tardiness.
5.4 It is the responsibility of the Club Captain and Treasurer to ensure that all membership fees are paid and membership forms are completed in advance to the first competitive fixture.
5.5 The Club Captain, Treasurer and Secretary must register with the Cash Office at the ARC via attendance of a Cash Induction; these will be the account signatories. 
5.6 Decisions made by the Committee are for the benefit of the Club. If any member disagrees with these decisions passed, they must address the Club Captain regarding the issue.
5.7 Members can expect that the Club Committee alongside the Coach will run all aspects of the club in a professional and efficient manner. This will include the management of Club activities, finances and communication.





6.0 Tours and Tournaments
6.1 Organisation of tours and tournaments should only be done after having notified the LUU Sports Development Co-ordinator.
6.2 An itinerary of events and activities must be constructed and presented to the LUU Sport Development Co-ordinator.
6.3 The Student Activities Health and Safety Co-ordinator must also be consulted regarding events such as tour and tournaments.

7.0 Social Activities
7.1 Players must be aware that when they are wearing the LUUNC kit or at an event where they are representing LUUNC (including social), their behaviour must reflect the attitude and persona of the Club. Failure to do so will result in a verbal warning from the club captain and possible further action from the university.

8.0 Development Squad
8.1 The Development Squad are expected to attend all sessions allocated to them  prepared and ready to start the session on time.
8.2 Players are expected to arrive in sufficient time before Intra-Mural matches to ensure time to set up courts and change into match dresses.
8.3 In the incident of absence or tardiness for a session or match, members must inform the Development Co-ordinator’s providing a valid reason.
8.4 The Development Squad will have their own Committee to assist the organisation of the Development squad.
8.5 Before any decisions are passed, they must be confirmed with the LUUNC Committee between the club captains.

9.0 Health and Safety
9.1 To maintain a safe sporting environment the club and all its members shall;
· Ensure courts are suitable for play
· Warm-up and warm-down
· Wear appropriate attire and footwear to play
· Remove all jewellery before proceeding to play
· Not play when ill or injured
· Secure all unused equipment at the side of the court when playing
· Where appropriate, competitive games are officiated by qualified match officials
9.2 LUUNC will follow the LUU Sports Officer guidelines for First Aid provision.
9.3 LUUNC will follow the LUU Sports Office Accident and Emergency procedures.
