1.0  Introduction
1.1      MedAid Africa will operate so far as reasonably practicable in accordance with the following document, its risk assessment and current LUU Society Guidelines.

1.3  It is the responsibility of the President and Treasurer to ensure that all membership fees are paid and membership forms are completed in advance of the first executive meeting and also before any deadlines set by the LUU Clubs and Societies office.
1.4  MedAid Africa will hold annual committee elections during each academic year. 
1.5  It is the responsibility of individuals to bring to the attention any known medical condition or previous injuries that may affect their or other society member’s safe participation within the UK or abroad.  
 
2.0          Society Activities
 
2.1          All Society Members will be provided with an itinerary for the year ahead, via the society website, including meeting times and dates, possible volunteering opportunities and funding objectives
2.2           Health and safety documentation must be made available to all members, but participants should be aware that they are responsible for their own actions, especially if they choose to disregard advice given by the society or organiser.
2.3          To maintain a safe environment the society and it’s members shall:
      Ensure proper safety precautions are implemented at all society events (including any activities abroad)
      Where appropriate, have sessions lead by a qualified professionals
      Ask a committee member if unsure about anything
      Make a member of the committee aware of any relevant illness or medical condition
3.0          First Aid
MedAid Africa will follow the LUU guidelines for First Aid Provision.
 
4.0          Accident and Emergency Procedure
MedAid Africa will follow the LUU Office Accident and Emergency procedures
 
5.0          Society’s Complaint Procedure
The Society will operate a procedure that allows Society members to raise complaints about issues, which might include the following:
      The safety of Society activities
      Poor Standards of instruction or leadership
      Poor Society administration
      The lack of suitable activities for their level of participation
5.1          Complaints concerning Society safety or operational matters should initially be addressed to the Society President and will be discussed at the next committee meeting.
 
6.0          Governing Body Recommendations
