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Code of Good Practice for: LUU Anime Society
LUU Anime Society runs weekly showings during which members bring in Anime that they would like to watch. Four are chosen by popular vote and the fifth by wildcard (random number generator). Any shorts brought in will be voted yes/no by the members and fitted in at the end of the showing. Members are allowed to bring in anything they think others would like to see as long as it constitutes "Anime" and runs at around the average show length or less. Some variation of this may occur and the committee reserves rights to refuse to show Anime it believes to be inappropriate e.g being too long, not "Anime" or contains explicit material beyond what is deemed to be appropriate.

There are regular extra activities such as Maid Cafe, Gaming days, Cosplay workshops and Karaoke nights. During these events members are free to bring anything they think might be useful e.g TV for gaming at the Gaming days. However the committee will try to make sure that all the appropriate devices are available through liaising with the members to ensure necessary items will be present.

During day trips and the Weekend Away other items may be needed e.g food and money, and members are advised to use common sense. Any specific equipment needed will be made clear before the event.

There are no prerequisites for members apart for a minimum age restriction of 18 on non-university members, as a small proportion of the material we show may be rated at 18, and a fair proportion of our socials take place in public houses.
The society aims to expand its membership and introduce new members to new material through the variety watched at screenings and by free access to our lending library, a collection of anime, manga, games and reference materials made available for members to borrow. 
LUU Anime society follows LUU social guidelines and promises not to discriminate on age, gender, race or sexual orientation.

LUU Anime society will not pressure its member into social or other lifestyle choices and it's members are free to be involved as little or as much as they choose.
