It is open to all students, and we encourage students from all degree backgrounds, both undergraduate and postgraduate, to become involved.

We believe that enterprise should be open to everyone, and because of this we have no joining fees whatsoever and all of our funding is through sponsorship or departmental funding.  Our regular meeting takes the form of either an informal members meeting (usual held in the business school) or a speaker series event when our main activity, discussing the latest news and opportunities related to enterprise on and off campus, is combined with a talk from a successful entrepreneur. Also, we hold mastermind group sessions to support active entrepreneurs and run business-related challenges and events.

We hold social events throughout the year to help members meet like-minded people and get to know each other in an informal relaxed environment. 

We are a member of the National Consortium of University Enterprise and send members to their annual conferences to represent the University on a national level. We also promote their events and encourage members to attend.
