· Film Society provides entertainment twice a week at 6pm on Tuesday and Thursday during term time.

· All members are asked to show respect for other members’ beliefs and opinions whilst in discussion.

· All members are asked to keep noise to a minimum during film screenings.

· All students are welcome to join LUU Film Society. 
· Members are expected to have paid their £5 membership to be able to attend film screenings each week.

· If members have not paid their membership and turn up to a non give-it-a-go screening their admission will be denied.
· Film Society aims to provide several socials each term for its members, all are welcome.

· Film Society notifies members of events via the social networking site Facebook and through its online membership list.

· Film Society owns a library of over 250 DVD’s (figure estimate September 2009).

· Film Society requires members to leave a deposit of £5 when borrowing DVDs which shall be returned to them upon receiving the borrowed items.
