	Teachers and Students

Size of Room

	Teachers and Students
	Rooms are booked which are able to accommodate the class – register to ensure class is not beyond capacity
	Students mark out movements to prevent collision with other members

	Furniture
	Teachers and Students
	If the room has furniture then this is moved to the edges of the room at the beginning of class
	Make sure furniture moved to appropriate place so it does not limit space of room and furniture does cause further hazard e.g. by being piled up too high 
	
	
	

	
Fall

	Teachers and Students
	Students and Teachers advised not to climb anything which might result in fall
	
	
	
	

	
Slip or Trip

	Teachers and Students
	Rooms with appropriate flooring for dance are used, checked to make sure floor is clear of indents or objects, floor is also not slippery
	If dancer does not have appropriate shoes, should dance in bare feet not socks – teacher make sure

Illness

	Teachers and Students
	Students advised not to attend class if seriously unwell, if sudden illness sit out of class until feel better – First Aid Kit close at hand (e.g. in Union, Edge or Dance Studio)
	Students should let committee know if they have a serious medical condition which could be put at risk at dance class
	
	
	

	
Fire

	Teachers and Students
	Making sure all fire exits are not blocked and everyone at rehearsal knows where fire exits are
	
	
	
	

	
Injury

	Teachers and Students
	In order to avoid injury both warm up and cool down stretching, students let teachers know of previous injuries
	Teacher never asks student to do stunt they do not believe they are able to do

Use of electrical equipment

	Everyone using equipment
	Unqualified persons should not make attempt to fix equipment if broken. Need to ensure that all electrical equipment has been PAT tested
	
	
	
	

	Sound Levels
	Teachers and Students
	Make sure sound levels for music are not too loud to cause harm to members or disruption to others around the class
	
	
	
	

	
Alcohol for socials
	Students

Inappropriate Flooring

	Students and Teachers
	We make sure that we book rooms where the flooring is suitable for dance wherever possible
	Members can be advised to mark moves rather than do them properly if floor is inappropriate to prevent injury

	Members always aware of where we are going e.g. on social, or dressing area for performance
	Social secs (or whoever at performance from committee) make sure everyone in group has their number in case they get lost

	Safe/appropriate lighting
	Teacher and Students
	Make sure in room that is well lit to ensure students and teacher able to see movements clearly
	
	
	
	

	Staging and Set
	Teacher and Students
	Make sure set is clear of any hazards, and staging will not put dancers at risk – give briefing to make aware of all stage practices
	Always try and ensure members get run through on stage before performance to familiarise themselves with stage

	Students
