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Introduction
The primary concern for LUU will always be the welfare of students and protecting those that lead our Clubs and Societies. Following these guidelines is necessary to ensure that you reasonably look after the safety and wellbeing of anyone attending any activity or social with your club or society. Whenever you are out as an LUU Club/ Society you are representing the Student Union and you are representatives of the University of Leeds.

What do these social guidelines cover?
These guidelines seek to clarify what is reasonable behaviour when you are participating in any activity or social event under the name of LUU.  In addition to considering the consumption of alcohol and how this is done these guidelines also look at more general behaviour.  If after reading this document you are at all unclear of what is generally considered reasonable please contact either the Activities Officer or the Student activities Manager for clarification, please do not assume.

What is an organised LUU club or society activity or social?
If any of the following criteria apply, then an event or social is deemed as being ‘organised’ by the Club or Society:
· Activity publicised at a Club/Society meeting.
· Activity in any way publicised by the Club/Society as Club/Society activity (including online).
· Activity funded in part or in whole by the Union of through your Union accounts.
· Activity requiring the use of equipment owned by the Club/Society/Union. 
· Activity where group transport is booked through the Union.
· You are wearing clothing that identifies you to the University of Leeds, LUU or your club or society.

What is an unorganised social or activity?
When you are out individually or as a group of friends, and for whatever reason you do not want to be bound by LUU’s social guidelines then please be very careful and remember the following, you MUST NOT: 
· Publicise your activity at a Club/Society meeting.
· Allow the activity to be publicised in any way by the Club/Society as Club/Society activity (including online).
· Fund your activity in part or in whole by the Union or by using your Union accounts.
· Use any equipment owned by the Club/Society/Union.
· Book any transport through the Union.
· Wear any clothing that identifies you to the University of Leeds, LUU or your club or society.


Please bear in mind that throughout the time you are attending the University of Leeds as a student, you do come under the University of Leeds General Disciplinary Regulations 

What can we do?
Yes you can drink alcohol if you want to, just follow the advice here. 
It would be really difficult if not virtually impossible to list all of the things you can do when you are out on your activities or socials.  So if you are unsure look at the cant’s below to see where you might be crossing the boundaries of reasonable behaviour. 

What can’t we do?
Get too carried away…
If the police are speaking to you relating to your behaviour you have gone way too far.
· Do not be abusive to anyone or anything, either verbally or physically (neither are at all acceptable)
· Do not urinate, defecate or vomit anywhere apart from in a toilet!
· Do not take your clothes off in a public place
· Do not damage anyone else’s property
· Do not bring the reputation of the University of Leeds, LUU or your club or society into question
· Do not use any form of peer pressure
· Do not have lists of drinks (optional or otherwise) to consume
· Do not carry out ‘initiation’ ceremonies

Can we do an Otley run?
Yes if you abide by the guidance in this document.  As with any activity you should risk assess this before you go, please review the attached Otley Run Risk assessment form and submit it to your Dev Co prior to your Otley run. 

Getting home safely
If there are a number of you out at an activity or social it is unlikely everyone will give you three rings to let you know they are safely home,  so here are a couple of suggestions.

When it goes wrong
If the activity or social is well planned and everyone behaves reasonably then you should all enjoy yourselves and never have to be involved in this section of the document.  However we fully realise that people will let you down.  There is a clear disciplinary process for dealing with issues however the outcomes vary greatly depending on the severity of the incident.

Disciplinary process
External authorities not withstanding (i.e. the police, University of Leeds)
LUU have a clear disciplinary process.  Therefore breaking these guidelines is a serious issue and unacceptable from those leading our Clubs & Societies. If you believe members of your Society have breached this, the Student Activities Manager and Activities officer must be made aware of breaches of the guidelines at the committee’s earliest opportunity. The situation is better to manage for all involved if you do this rather than waiting for somebody else to make a complaint to appear concerning your behaviour.

If a breach in the guideline is reported then in the first instance we would expect the activity group committee to compile a report for the Student Activities Manager and Activities Officer at their earliest opportunity with their recommendations for what further action is required (if applicable).

These recommendations as well as the statement from the Club/ Society will be taken to the next Activities Executive meeting alongside a statement from the relevant Development Co-ordinator and the Activities Executive will debate the approval of the recommended actions. Prior to this period the group will be directed to talk to their relevant representative from the Activities Executive who will be able to speak on their behalf at the meeting.

If the Activities Executive is not satisfied with the recommendations from the Club/ Society they have the authority to directly issue punishments. These can include:
· Individual/ Club Fines.
· Match/ Activity Bans.
· Stripping positions from Committee Members. 
· Withdrawal of Room/ Transport Bookings.

Disciplinaries are conducted formally throughout the process and will follow an objective investigation led by the relevant Development Co-ordinator or the Student Activities Manager, whose report will be placed with the Activities executive committee ensuring that all points used in the disciplinary will be factual and that there is no bias.

If you want to register a complaint
Do not ignore issues.  If you feel you want to complain please do; otherwise nothing will change.  Depending on what the issue is depends on how you should proceed with your complaint.  For complaints towards LUU staff please follow this link.  For all other complaints arrange to meet either your Dev co, your Activities representative, The Student activities manager or the Activities officer.






The above social guidance will form part of your constitution.  Any alterations should be made using the constitutional change process. This involves the Club/ Society agreeing the change at an AGM/EGM and submitting it to the Activities Officer to take to Activities Executive for approval.
