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 WHAT IS THE NIGHT BUS?








The Nightbus is service provided by the students union which takes all Leeds University students travelling alone or in pairs from the union to your doorstep. It costs 50P and to get the bus you need to book at the entrance an hour before the time you wish to leave due to limited spaces, booking are made at the front of the union with the security team.





Currently the Nightbus timetable is updated every two weeks. You can get a timetable from reception or download an updated timetable from the LUU website

The Nightbus only runs from the union building to:


Homes in the city centre or surrounding areas limited to within the inner ring road


All university run halls





The Nightbus runs within defined limits. The limits cover all university owned accommodation in Leeds and 90% of the accommodation within the private sector where most students live.

The Nightbus has limited seats so you should plan your alternative way home so as to not leave you stranded we recommend Amber Taxis and where possible the security team can walk you to your taxi as part of our walk safe scheme

Passenger rules


Passengers can only book onto the service an hour before the allotted time 


Any  form of abuse towards the driver will be dealt with by the appropriate authorities in regards to the offence committed, the incident will be reported and may be referred to the University  disciplinary committee


The seats will be on a first come first served basis


Passengers must behave in a responsible manner and co-operate with the driver, wearing of seatbelts is compulsory by law you will be asked to leave the bus if you refuse to wear one, let the driver know your exact destination. If any passenger is deemed excessively drunk they will not be allowed on the Nightbus service


Students will only be let on the Nightbus if they provide a valid leeds university student card
